The programming promises to be exceptionally 
strong as we’ve received a record 158 proposals this year, resulting in a selection 
of 50 presenters. The Keynote Address by photographer Frank Gohlke will take 
place Thursday night in a beautiful historic “art church.” Mark Sealy, Director of 
Britain’s Autograph: The Association of Black Photographers, will speak Friday 
evening, followed by Honored Educator Jerome Liebling. Jerry will be intro-
duced by his renowned student, filmmaker Ken Burns. On Saturday we’ll gal-
lery-hop across town to a magnificent oceanside mansion for a reception hosted by 
Salve Regina University. And each day there are loads of talks, tours, special events, 
meetings, portfolio reviews and mentoring, anchored by an expanded Exhibits and 
Publishers Fair.
